THE SEVENTH SEAL

the trumpet/Vials poured

The ½ an Hour represents the first half of the Great Tribulation which is describes the plagues

by the first four trumpets & first four vials of God’s wrath upon the church

Jer 7:10 And come and stand before me in this house, which is called by my name, and say, We are delivered to do all these abominations? Jer 7:11 Is this house, which is called by my name, become a den of robbers in your eyes? Behold, even I have seen it, saith the LORD. 

Rev 8:1  And when he had opened the seventh seal, there was silence in heaven (the true Church of God, the body of Christ, where the Lord is) about the space of half an hour. (The Great Tribulation) Rev 8:2  And I saw the seven messengers (The Holy Spirit) which stood before God; and to them were given seven trumpets. (To warn, to declare, to sound the alarm) Rev 8:3 And another messenger (Christ, he is the only intercessor) came and stood at the altar, having a golden censer; and there was given unto him much incense, that he should offer it with the prayers of all saints upon the golden altar which was before the throne. Rev 8:4 And the smoke of the incense, which came with the prayers of the saints, ascended up before God out of the messenger (Christ) hand. Rev 8:5  And the messenger (Christ) took the censer, and filled it with fire of the altar, and cast it into the earth (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below): and there were voices, (The sound of the trumpet is the voice of God brought by the body of Christ) and thunderings, (The declaring of the law) and lightning’s, (The Word) and an earthquake. (Judgment on the corporate church, moves mountains, islands and destroys building) Rev 8:6  And the seven messengers (The Holy Spirit leading the body of Christ) which had the seven trumpets prepared themselves to sound.

Rev 15:1 And I saw another sign (All signs are spiritual & seen only by the spiritual minded) in heaven, (the true Church of God, the body of Christ, where the Lord is) great and marvellous, seven messengers (The body of Christ) having the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God. Rev 15:2 And I saw as it were a sea (The world, to sink is to perish in hell) of glass mingled with fire (to be under the judgment of God): and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, (Mankind, the devil dwells in the hearts of men.) and over his image, (The Corporate church) and over his mark, (under his will, his gospel, the mark of ownership) and over the number of his name, stand on the sea (The world, to sink is to perish in hell) of glass mingled with fire (to be under the judgment of God): of glass, having the harps (the giving of thanks and to praise) of God. Rev 15:3 And they sing the song of Moses (everlasting gospel) the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, (everlasting gospel) saying, Great and marvellous are thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints. (Moses sang of Christ’s Coming with deliverance and judgment, the Body of Christ sings of his accomplished deliverance and judgment) Rev 15:4 Who shall not fear thee, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for thou only art holy: for all nations shall come and worship before thee; for thy judgments are made manifest. Rev 15:5 And after that I looked, and, behold, the temple (Corporate church) of the tabernacle of the testimony (body of Christ & Word) in heaven, (the true Church of God, the body of Christ, where the Lord is) was opened: Rev 15:6 And the seven messengers (The body of Christ) came out of the temple (Corporate church), having the seven plagues, clothed [covered] in pure and white linen, (A bright flame) and having their breasts girded with golden girdles. Rev 15:7 And one of the four beasts (The Corporate Church, the Trinity and the body) gave unto the seven messengers (The Holy Spirit leading the body of Christ) seven golden vials full of smoke from the glory of God, and from his power; and no man was able to enter into the temple ((the wrath of God, who liveth for ever and ever. Rev 15:8 And the temple (Corporate church) was filled with Corporate church), till the seven plagues of the seven messengers (The body of Christ) were fulfilled. Rev 16:1 And I heard a great voice (Gods voice heard by his people through His Word, signified by the Holy Spirit, then declared onto the people) out of the temple (body of Christ) saying to the seven messengers (The body of Christ), Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth. (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below)
Rev 16:1 And I heard a great voice (Gods voice heard by his people through His Word, signified by the Holy Spirit, then declared onto the people) out of the temple (body of Christ) saying to the seven messengers (The Messengers of God, body of Christ), Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth. (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below)


First, Second, Third, Forth Trumpet & Vial’s of God’s Wrath

first angel sounded & cast

first angel poured

upon the earth

Rev 8:7 The first angel sounded, and there followed hail and fire (Judgment, by the preaching of God’s word) mingled with blood, (Saving Grace or Judgment) and they were cast upon the earth: (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below) and the third part of trees was burnt up, and all green grass was burnt up. 

Rev 16:2 And the first went, and poured out his vial upon the earth: (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below); and there fell a noisome and grievous sore (spiritual unsoundness) upon the men which had the mark (under his will, his gospel, the mark of ownership) of the beast, (Mankind, the devil dwells in the hearts of men.) and upon them which worshipped his image.


second angel sounded & cast

second angel poured

upon the SEA

Rev 8:8 And the second angel sounded, and as it were a great mountain burning with fire was cast into the sea: and the third part of the sea became blood; (Saving Grace or Judgment) Rev 8:9 And the third part of the creatures which were in the sea, (The world, to sink is to perish in hell) and had life, died; and the third part of the ships were destroyed.

Rev 16:3 And the second angel poured out his vial upon the sea; and it became as the blood of a dead man; and every living soul died in the sea.

third angel sounded & fell

third angel poured

upon the rivers & the fountains of waters


Mk:16:18 … drink any deadly thing … False gospels, poisoned water

Rev 8:10 And the third angel sounded, and there fell a great star from heaven, burning as it were a lamp, and it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters; Rev 8:11 And the name of the star is called Wormwood: and the third part of the waters became wormwood; and many men died of the waters, because they were made bitter.

Rev 16:4 And the third angel poured out his vial upon the rivers and fountains of waters; and they became blood. Rev 16:5 And I heard the angel of the waters say, Thou art righteous, O Lord, which art, and wast, and shalt be, because thou hast judged thus. Rev 16:6 For they have shed the blood of saints and prophets, and thou hast given them blood to drink; for they are worthy. 

fourth angel sounded & SMITE

fourth angel poured

upon the sun (The True Light that gives life and sight, Christ the Word, the Gospel)

upon the moon
 (The law, Word)

upon the stars

 (Body of Christ/believers, shining the light of the word)

Rev 8:12 And the fourth angel sounded, and the third (The portion of the unsaved men making up the Corporate church) part of the sun was smitten, and the third part of the moon, (The law, Word) and the third part of the stars; (Body of Christ/believers, shining the light of the word) so as the third part of them was darkened, and the day shone not for a third part of it, and the night likewise.

Rev 16:7 And I heard another out of the altar say, Even so, Lord God Almighty, true and righteous are thy judgments. Rev 16:8 And the fourth angel poured out his vial upon the sun; and power was given unto him to scorch men with fire. (Judgment, by the preaching of God’s word) Rev 16:9 And men were scorched with great heat, and blasphemed the name of God, which hath power over these plagues: and they repented not to give him glory.

Rev 8:13 And I beheld, and heard an messenger flying through the midst of heaven (the true Church of God, the body of Christ, where the Lord is), saying with a loud voice, Woe, woe, woe, to the inhabiters of the earth (The Corporate church, the carnal minded, the earthly, Jerusalem below) by reason of the other voices of the trumpet of the three messengers, which are yet to sound!

Job 1:14-19 An historical parable portraying a picture of God’s Judgment upon the Corporate church.


And there came a messenger unto Job, and said, The oxen were plowing, and the asses feeding beside them: And the Sabeans fell upon them, and took them away; yea, they have slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 


While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The fire of God is fallen from heaven, and hath burned up the sheep, and the servants, and consumed them; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 


While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, The Chaldeans made out three bands, and fell upon the camels, and have carried them away, yea, and slain the servants with the edge of the sword; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee. 


While he was yet speaking, there came also another, and said, Thy sons and thy daughters were eating and drinking wine in their eldest brother's house: And, behold, there came a great wind from the wilderness, and smote the four corners of the house, and it fell upon the young men, and they are dead; and I only am escaped alone to tell thee.
