Mat 14:21 And they that had eaten were about five thousand men, beside women and children.

1 Pet 1:24 For all flesh is as grass, (chortos), and all the glory of man as the flower of grass, (chortos). The grass, (chortos) withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away: 1 Pet 1:25 But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you.

Psa 90:3  Thou turnest man to destruction; and sayest, Return, ye children of men. Psa 90:4  For a thousand years in thy sight are but as yesterday when it is past, and as a watch in the night.
