Mat 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken: [God does not say great, it is the beginning of sorrows]
Mark 13:24 But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, [God does not say great, it is the beginning of sorrows]
Mat 24:4 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. Mat 24:5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. Mat 24:6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet. Mat 24:7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. Mat 24:8 All these are the beginning of sorrows. Mat 24:9 Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake.

Mark 13:8 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be earthquakes in divers places, and there shall be famines and troubles: these are the beginnings of sorrows.
megas thlipsis great tribulation is used three 4x’s
Mat 24:19 And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! Mat 24:20 But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day: [Sabbath jubilee] Mat 24:21 For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be.
Rev 2:22 Behold, I will cast her into a bed, and them that commit adultery with her into great tribulation, except they repent of their deeds.
Rev 7:14 And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.
Acts 7:11 Now there came a dearth over all the land of Egypt and Chanaan, and great affliction: and our fathers found no sustenance.

153 days

The Final 153 days after the Tribulation - DAYS OF JOY AND DAYS OF DEATH
While there is much evidence that the Great Tribulation ends on May 21, 2011, with "those days after the tribulation" beginning Sunday May 22, 2011, in fulfillment of Daniel 12:12-13,  the "rapture" does not take place during those days after the GT, it takes place at the very end of the world when Christ returns.  Believers will be here on earth for the final 153 days to the last day of the FOT.
Remember, for 23 years is the GT.  This was God's judgment upon the churches.  Believers were not raptured.  Believers are here "on earth" while this is happening.  Noah was "on earth" while the judgment occured in his day,  Lot remained "on earth."  The Israelites were "on earth" while the plagues occured to the Egyptians.  
Just as believers are here on earth during the GT, believers can be here on earth "after" the GT.  Why cannot the rapture occur on May 21? 
The Rapture occurs at the return of Christ
"For the Lord himself shall DESCEND FROM HEAVEN with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are ALIVE AND REMAIN shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. "  I Thessalonians 4:16-17
I Thessalonians 4:16-17 states that the rapture will occur when Christ "descends from heaven."  Meaning, His return.  I Thessalonians 4:16-17 is linked with Matthew 24:30, when Christ returns will power and great glory.  However, the events of Matthew 24:29, Mark 13:24, Acts 2:20occur "before" Christ returns.  If Christ is return/believers are to be raptured on May 21, that means that "those days after the GT" in Mark 13:24 must occur "before" May 21, 2011, and that is not possible.
The timing of the rapture is linked with Matthew 24:30, not Matthew 24:29
So, believers are raptured when Christ actually "descends" from heaven.  This is an event that occurs after the events of Matthew 24:29 and Mark 13:24
Believers are still here on earth after the Tribulation
"But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, And the stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall be shaken. And then shall they see the Son of man coming in the clouds with great power and glory. And then shall he send his angels, and shall GATHER together HIS ELECT from the four winds, from the UTTERMOST PART OF THE EARTH to the uttermost part of heaven."  Mark 13:24-27 
Mark 13:27 is a tie in with Matthew 24:31.  However, we have one bit of additional information in Mark 13:27 that is not mentioned in Matthew 24:31.  The phrase "uttermost part of the earth" is in Mark 13:27.  Jesus will gather HIS ELECT from the uttermost part of heaven AND the UTTERMOST PART OF THE EARTH.  This proves that believers, the elect, are here ON EARTH when Christ returns.  This gathering of the elect from the uttermost parts of the earth occurs "after" the events of Mark 13:24, meaning after those days after the GT, and after Christ's return.  So, it is clear that believers are here during those days after the GT.
Revelation 9
"And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fall from heaven unto the earth: and to him was given the key of the bottomless pit. And he opened the bottomless pit; and there arose a smoke out of the pit, as the smoke of a great furnace; and the SUN and the air were DARKENED by reason of the smoke of the pit. And there came out of the smoke locusts UPON THE EARTH: and unto them was given power, as the scorpions of the earth have power. And it was commanded them that they should NOT HURT the grass of the earth, neither any green thing, neither any tree; but ONLY THOSE MEN which have NOT the seal of God in their foreheads. And to them it was given that they should not kill them, but that they should be tormented FIVE MONTHS: and their torment was as the torment of a scorpion, when he striketh a man. And in those days shall men seek death, and shall not find it; and shall desire to die, and DEATH SHALL FLEE FROM THEM. "  Revelation 9:4-6
Now, we have some interesting truths in Revelation 9.  Notice that the sun was darkened.  This is looking to Matthew 24:29, Mark 13:24.  God begins to bring judgment upon the unsaved, especially the apostate churches once those days after the GT begins.  The elect are still on this earth.  That is why God says "hurt not the grass of the earth, neither any green thing, neither any tree, but only THOSE MEN who are not sealed."  The elect are still on earth.  However, they are protected and safe in Christ.  The non-elect will be tormented during the final 153 days.  However, it will be a period when they will not be able to die.  God already is altering the laws that govern mankind and mankind will not be able to die.  The unsaved at this point want to die.  What can be more terrifying then to come under the wrath of God?
Now, what was true about the 23 years of Great Tribulation? God allowed Satan to deceive and take over and destroy the churches.  However, the 23-year tribulation of God's judgment upon the churches does not end there.  This judgment upon the churches reaches an even higher stage, when God uses Satan to further destroy the apostate churches in those days after the GT, as this pain and torment become "reality."  God can be using Satan to bring additional judgment upon the apostate churches in those days after the GT to prepare the apostate churches and the world for an even greater agony and terror....eternal damnation by God as Christ slaughters them forevermore.  However, the believers will be safe and protected in Christ.
What will the Final 153 days be like for the unsaved?
Once Day 8400 of GT occurs, the door to salvation is closed, just as the door to the ark was shut 7000 years earlier on the very same date, on the 17th day of the second month.
However, once those days after the GT begins, God will bring judgment upon the unsaved, especially the apostate churches that is "separate" from eternal damnation.  Just as the people in Noah's day had to endure the horrors of the flood, a judgment separate from eternal damnation.  The unsaved peoples of the earth will endure a separate judgment that occurs before eternal damnation to "prepare" them for eternal damnation.
While no language can describe what it will be like for the unsaved in those days after the GT, as far as our finite minds, God is giving us some insight.  First we know it is a time of great fear, terror and perplexity for the unsaved:
"And there shall be signs in the sun, and in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the earth DISTRESS OF NATIONS, with perplexity; the sea and the waves roaring; Men's hearts failing them for fear, and for looking after those things which are coming on the earth: for the powers of heaven shall be shaken."  Luke 21:25-26 
Mankind's security is in this earth.  This earth is their confidence and their hope.  When the natural laws are being set aside, that causes great emotional suffering, as they see their little world start to fall apart.  For 13,000+ years everything has been constant.  The sun always shined, the stars always shined, everything has been constant.  Now, this starts to come to and end.  In the eyes of evolutionary mankind, the stars and heavenly bodies have been there for 13 billion years.  They think it will be there for 13 billion more.  When the heavenly bodies start to fall apart, this causes great distress and perflexity for mankind.  Not to mention great FEAR.  So, God is doing these great miraculous events in the heavens to show that the day of salvation is over, as the light bearers, the sun, moon and stars, no longer shine.  When they no longer shine, what remains? Darkness.  And darkness points to judgment.
"The earth shall quake before them; the heavens shall tremble: the sun and the moon shall be dark, and the stars shall withdraw their shining:"  Joel 2:10
The sun, moon and stars will be DARKENED to give indication to mankind that salvation is no more.  The hope of being saved is over.  This occurs during those days after the GT, when nobody can be saved.  Now remember, while A GREAT MULTITUDE will be saved out of the Great Tribulation - Revelation 7:14, there is not one statement that says anyone will be saved "after" the Great Tribulation.
So, while the unsaved will go through a period of great fear, sadly, it does not stop there during the 153 days, as God will give them much pain and suffering:
"Before their face the people shall be much pained: all faces shall gather blackness."  Joel 2:6
"Howl ye; for the day of the LORD is at hand; it shall come as a destruction from the Almighty. Therefore shall all hands be faint, and every man's heart shall melt: And they shall be AFRAID: PANGS AND SORROWS shall take hold of them; they shall be in PAIN as a woman that travaileth: they shall be amazed one at another; their FACES shall be as FLAMES. Behold, the day of the LORD cometh, cruel both with wrath and fierce anger, to lay the land desolate: and he shall destroy the sinners thereof out of it.  For the stars of heaven and the constellations thereof shall not give their light: the sun shall be darkened in his going forth, and the moon shall not cause her light to shine."  Isaiah 13:6-10  
Notice again the similar language to Matthew 24:29 and Mark 13:24.  The sun, moon and stars are darkened.  This is the period after the GT  but before Christ returns.  But we get more info on what is happening to the unsaved of the world.  The unsaved are in a great amount of pain and suffering and sorrow.  Nobody can know how horrible this will be.  It will be worse than any suffering experienced by man so far...God is "preparing" them for eternal damnation. So, the time the sun is darkened is simultaneous with the great amount of pain and suffering the unsaved will experience during the final 153 days.  It will be a time that the unsaved will not be able to die - Revelation 9:6
"And in those days shall men seek death, and shall not find it; and shall desire to die, and death shall flee from them."  Revelation 9:6 
What will the final 153 days be like for the elect?
Once the GT ends and the Day of the LORD starts, the saved and unsaved will be separated.  We see this separation in great events of the Bible:
The Flood of Noah's Day
Once the 17th day of the second month occured, God separated the elect from the non-elect.
"In the selfsame day entered Noah, and Shem, and Ham, and Ja'-pheth, the sons of Noah, and Noah's wife, and the three wives of his sons with them, into the ark;"  Genesis 7:13
"And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh, as God had commanded him: and the LORD shut him in."  Genesis 7:16
Noah and his family were safe in the ark.  
But remember, Noah and his family was "STILL ON THIS EARTH."  However, they were 100% protected by God.
"For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until THE DAY that Noe entered into the ark, And knew not until the flood came, and TOOK THEM ALL AWAY; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left. Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left." "Matthew 24:38-41
So, on the 17th day of the second month, God "destroyed" the human race.  God separated the saved and unsaved in the days of Noah.  That seperation also will happen at the end of the 8400 days GT, as "one will be taken and the other left."  Now, read the language carefully....it says the elect were TAKEN.  It does not say "taken up to heaven."  The elect can be taken to a place of safety on this earth until Christ returns.
Just as Noah and his family was safe in the ark, the unsaved of the days of Noah were "left."  They were left to be destroyed as they came under judgment. 
The protection of Israel and Judgment Upon the Egyptians
Another example where God protected His people while God brought judgment upon the world was during the days of Moses and the days before the Exodus.  They were protected WHILE ON EARTH.
"And Moses and Aaron did so, as the LORD commanded; and he lifted up the rod, and smote the waters that were in the river, in the sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all the waters that were in the river were turned to blood. And the fish that was in the river died; and the river stank, and the Egyptians could not drink of the water of the river; and there was blood throughout all the land of Egypt. And the magicians of Egypt did so with their enchantments: and Pharaoh's heart was hardened, neither did he hearken unto them; as the LORD had said. And Pharaoh turned and went into his house, neither did he set his heart to this also. And all the Egyptians digged round about the river for water to drink; for they could not drink of the water of the river. And SEVEN DAYS were fulfilled, after that the LORD had smitten the river."  Exodus 7:20-25 
God brought the first round of judgments upon the Egyptians for a period of "seven days."
God brings additional judgments:
"And Aaron stretched out his hand over the waters of Egypt; and the frogs came up, and covered the land of Egypt."  Exodus 8:6
".....all the dust of the land became lice throughout all the land of Egypt."  Exodus 8:17
"and the houses of the Egyptians shall be full of swarms of flies, and also the ground whereon they are."  Exodus 8:21
Now, notice the separation again of God's people and the world:
"And I will put a division between my people and thy people: to morrow shall this sign be."  Exodus 8:23
More time passes...
"We will go three days' journey into the wilderness..."  Exodus 8:27
More judgments come, but God protected His people.
"And the LORD did that thing on the morrow, and all the cattle of Egypt died: but of the cattle of the children of Israel died not one."  Exodus 9:6
More judgments and terror comes...
"And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch forth thine hand toward heaven, that there may be hail in all the land of Egypt, upon man, and upon beast, and upon every herb of the field, throughout the land of Egypt"  Exodus 9:22
"So there was hail, and fire mingled with the hail, very grievous, such as there was none like it in all the land of Egypt since it became a nation."  Exodus 9:24
God's people were once again protected:
"Only in the land of Goshen, where the children of Israel were, was there no hail"  Exodus 9:26
More judgments come....
"And Moses stretched forth his rod over the land of Egypt, and the LORD brought an east wind upon the land all that day, and all that night; and when it was morning, the east wind brought the locusts.And the locust went up over all the land of Egypt, and rested in all the coasts of Egypt: very grievous were they; before them there were no such locusts as they, neither after them shall be such."  Exodus 10:13-14 
More time passes and God brings darkness for 3 days
"And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there was a thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days:"  Exodus 10:22
God "literally" darkened the land.  However, what was the situation with Israel?
"They saw not one another, neither rose any from his place for three days: but all the children of Israel had light in their dwellings."  Exodus 9:23
While gross darkness happened to the Egyptians, God's people had "light in their dwellings.  They were protected.
As more judgments happened to Egypt, we see the same protection happening to Israel, as God shows the separation of His people and the Egyptians:
"But against any of the children of Israel shall not a dog move his tongue, against man or beast: that ye may know how that the LORD doth put a difference between the Egyptians and Israel."  Exodus 11:7
More judgments as the Passover begins, but God spares Israel
"And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt."  Exodus 10:13
So, we see that God brought terror upon the Egyptians over a period of weeks, maybe months.  This was a literal terror and horror.....but the whole time God safely protected Israel in every single moment of these judgments.
This is a picture of believers being protected in those days after the GT, as God brings unspeakable terror upon the world, and the apostate churches who are identified with the world.
God continued to protect Israel and guide them:
"And they took their journey from Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in the edge of the wilderness. And the LORD went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night: He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, from before the people."  Exodus 14:20-22 
God further protects Israel as we see the separation of His own and the unsaved:
"And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the horsemen, and all the host of Pharaoh that came into the sea after them; there remained not so much as one of them. But the children of Israel walked upon dry land in the midst of the sea; and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand, and on their left. Thus the LORD SAVED Israel that day out of the hand of the Egyptians; and Israel saw the Egyptians dead upon the sea shore."  Exodus 14:28-30 
God "saved" Israel from all the plagues, saved Israel from the Egyptians and saved Israel from the terror around them.  While judgment was happening to the Egyptians, God delivered Israel.  This is a picture of the final days after the great tribulation, as God will slaughter the apostate churches and the world.
God will massacre the unsaved human race, but the elect will be protected.
Just as the unsaved of Noah's day endured a horrible agonizing death, just as the Egyptians enduring weeks and months of terrorizing plagues, can we expect the unsaved in those days after the GT to endure anything less? Before Christ returns to cast the unsaved in everlasting damnation, He will terrorize them beforehand.
The Feast of Tabernacles and 153 days to October 2011
Besides the Feast of Tabernacles pointing to the completion of the harvest, what else did it commemorate?
"And ye shall keep it a feast unto the LORD seven days in the year. It shall be a statute for ever in your generations: ye shall celebrate it in the seventh month. Ye shall dwell in booths seven days; all that are Israelites born shall dwell in booths: That your generations may know that I made the children of Israel to dwell in booths, when I brought them out of the land of Egypt: I am the LORD your God." Leviticus 23:41-43 
The Feast of Tabernacles also commemorated the wilderness sojourn, where Israel dwelt in booths in the wilderness.  During this time, God protected them and guided them.
While God is terrorizing the human race, the elect will be protected by God, right up to the Feast of Tabernacles in 2011.  After the GT of 8400 days, God will separate the saved and unsaved.  Terror will happen to the unsaved, light and joy and protection will happen to the saved.  We wait until Christ returns and then are raptured.
"But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be DARKENED, and the moon shall not give her light, And the stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall be shaken."  Mark 13:24-25
"For, behold, the DARKNESS SHALL COVER THE EARTH, and GROSS DARKNESS the people: but the LORD shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee."  Isaiah 60:2 
Darkness will cover the earth, gross darkness the people, as those days after the GT begins, but God's glory will be seen upon the elect.  God will separate the elect and non-elect once those days after the GT begins, as we await the rapture at the end of the FOT.
Revelation 11:11 and Revelation 11:12
Now, back to Rev 11 again.  The events after the 8400 days is a 2-stage event for believers:
"And after three days and an half the spirit of life from God entered into them, and they STOOD UPON THEIR FEET; and GREAT FEAR fell upon them which saw them." Revelation 11:11
"And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto them, COME UP HITHER. And they ASCENDED UP TO HEAVEN in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them."  Revelation 11:12
Now, the events of Revelation 11:12, the believers ascending up to heaven in a cloud is the same language of I Thess 4.  This occurs when Christ descends from heaven.  So, Revelation 11:12 is linking with Matthew 24:30.  However, Revelation 11:11 is an event that must occur first.  Before believers ascend up into heaven, the "Spirit of life enters believers" and "they stood upon their feet." These statements alone is a grand event that causes "great fear" to come upon the unsaved.  Revelation 11:11 can tie in with the period of Matthew 24:29 while on this earth for 153 days to the Feast of Tabernacles.
The 276 souls and 153 Fish
The 153 days represents being safely brought to land.  If believers are raptured on May 21, it defeats the whole idea of being safley brought to land for 153 days.  Just as the 276 elect are brought safely to land during the 23 years of GT "while on this earth."
"And we were in all in the ship two hundred threescore and sixteen souls."  Acts 27:37
"And the rest, some on boards, and some on broken pieces of the ship. And so it came to pass, that they escaped all SAFE TO LAND."  Acts 27:44 
"Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the fish which ye have now caught. Simon Peter went up, and drew the net TO LAND full of great fishes, an hundred and fifty and three: and for all there were so many, yet was NOT the net broken."  John 21:10-11
Just as the elect are protected by God "on earth" during the 23 years of Great Tribulation, the elect are protected by God "on earth" during the days "after" the Great Tribulation until the return of Christ and the rapture.
Luke 21:28 - Redemption draweth "nigh"
"And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth NIGH"  Luke 21:28 
Is Jesus referring to the events of the GT that "begin" or the days after the GT? If it refers to the beginning of the GT, then believers redemption drawing "nigh" is a future event, as that has not happened yet.  No timetable is mentioned.  If this refers to when the days AFTER the GT begins,  then the redemption of the believers is still a "future" event after this.
The key word is "NIGH" in this verse which is the Greek word Eggizo, Strong 1448.
Jesus does not say your redemption draweth "immediate."  He says "nigh."  Meaning, redemption is near, but still some point in the future.
We see how this word is used elsewhere:
"Be ye also patient; stablish your hearts: for the coming of the Lord draweth NIGH(Strong 1448)." James 5:8 
Here God is using the word NIGH and this was written 2000 years ago.
"Now the feast of unleavened bread drew NIGH (Strong 1448), which is called the Passover."  Luke 22:1 
So, the feast of unleavened bread was "nigh" but still has not happened yet.
"Then came the day of unleavened bread, when the passover must be killed."  Luke 22:7
So, there is a separation and gap of time from what is "nigh" and when it actually occurs. 
The same Greek word is also translated "approaching"
"Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching (Strong 1448)"  Hebrews 10:25
So, the Day of the LORD is approaching, but it has not happened yet.  There is a gap of time.
SO, when Christ says when these things BEGIN to come to pass in Luke 21, there is a gap of time from the beginning of events and redemption.
The Gathering on Sunday May 22, 33AD to Sunday May 22, 2011
The events of Acts 2 are showing us what it will be like for the believer once those days after the GT begins.
What happened on Sunday May 22, 33AD?
1. Believers from "every nation" were "gathered" - Acts 2:5
2. Everyone spoke in their own language - Acts 2:6
3.  The Holy Spirit came upon them - Acts 2:2
4.  The declaration that the sun would darken - Acts 2:20
This is showing us what will happen to the elect once the sun darkens exactly 1978 years later to the very day, from Sunday May 22, 33AD to Sunday May 22, 2011.....exactly 722,500 days from the Cross (722,500 = 17x17x5x5x5x5x4)
1978 = 43x23x2
Even though "judgment" will come upon the unsaved of the world, once those days after the GT begins, it will be a period of great joy for the elect.  Believers from every nation will be gathered in some manner.  We all will speak one language. No more a separation of languages that exists today.  The Holy Spirit will come upon us:
"And after three days and an half the spirit of life from God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon them which saw them"  Revelation 11:11
3.5 days is 84 hours...after the 8400 days, the Spirit of life from God will enter the elect and we will stand on our feet.  The elect will be glorified in some manner in those days after the GT
Blessed is he that waiteth, and cometh to the thousand three hundred and five and thirty days. But go thou thy way till THE END be: for thou shalt rest, and stand in thy lot at the END OF THE DAYS."  Daniel 12:12-13 
Do you remember the work by Mr Camping showing how the 1335th day ends on Sunday May 22, 33AD? 
This was Pentecost in 33AD, and the declaration in Acts 2:20 when the sun would be darkened.
Exactly 1978 later to "the very day and same day of the week" is Sunday May 22, 2011.
1978 = 43x23x2
You see, God is showing us when "those days after the tribulation" begins, on Sunday May 22, 2011, the very next day after the last day of tribulation, Day 8400, on May 21, 2011, 7000 years from the Flood.
So, God begins to end this world on a "Sunday" His Holy Day.
The 6253 days
The Latter Rain is composed of a period of 6100 days ending on May 21, 2011.  During this time period a great multitude is saved.  
So, the period of 6100 days + 153 days ends on October 21, 2011 to the last day of FOT
God saves a great multitude during the 6100 days and leads the elect safely to land during the final 153 days of terror to Judgment Day and the Return of Christ
6253 = 37x13x13
The 19,000 + 100 Days of Family Radio
As a side note...
There are 13,000 days from Family Radio's beginning on February 4, 1959 to September 7, 1994, the beginning of the Latter Rain.
Also, from February 4, 1959 (The beginning of FR) to May 21, 2011 (The End of the 8400 days and end of the Great Tribulation) is 19,000 + 100 days inclusively
The number 19 in the Bible can be shown to be judgment
The 19,000 + 100 days of Family Radio to the end of the Great Tribulation on May 21, 2011 can be the entire time length of FR before the terrible calamities begin and terror on the unsaved.  The mission of FR will be completed once May 21, 2011 begins.
The 19,000 + 100 days of Family Radio
