(Satan being worshiped in the temple of God)

shiqquwts; disgusting, i.e. filthy; espec. idolatrous or (concr.)

an idol:--abominable filth (idol, -ation), detestable (thing).

2 Th 2:1 Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, 2 Th 2:2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. 2 Th 2:3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; 2 Th 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.

Daily sacrifice

(Christ is our Daily, continual light of truth, by his word.)

tamiyd, taw-meed'; continuance (as indef. extension); but used only (attributively as adj.) constant (or adv. constantly); ellipt. the regular (daily) sacrifice:-- alway (-s), continual (employment, -ly), daily, ([n-]) ever (-more), perpetual.

Dan 8:11 Yea, he magnified himself even to the prince of the host, and by him the daily (tamiyd) was taken away, and the place of his sanctuary was cast down. Dan 8:12 And an host was given him against the daily (tamiyd) sacrifice by reason of transgression, and it cast down the truth to the ground; and it practiced, and prospered. Dan 8:13 Then I heard one saint speaking, and another saint said unto that certain saint which spake, How long shall be the vision concerning the daily, (tamiyd) and the transgression of desolation, to give both the sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot?

Dan 11:31 And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily, (tamiyd) and they shall place the abomination that maketh desolate.

Dan 12:11 And from the time that the daily (tamiyd) shall be taken away, and the abomination that maketh desolate set up, there shall be a thousand two hundred and ninety days.

Exo 30:8 And when Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall burn incense upon it, a perpetual (tamiyd) incense (prayer in the will of God) before the LORD throughout your generations. Exo 30:9 Ye shall offer no strange incense thereon, nor burnt sacrifice, nor meat offering; neither shall ye pour drink offering thereon.
Lev 24:2 Command the children of Israel, that they bring unto thee pure oil olive beaten for the light, to cause the lamps to burn continually. Lev 24:3 Without the veil of the testimony, in the tabernacle of the congregation, shall Aaron order it from the evening unto the morning before the LORD continually (tamiyd): it shall be a statute for ever in your generations. Lev 24:4 He shall order the lamps upon the pure candlestick before the LORD continually (tamiyd). Lev 24:5 And thou shalt take fine flour, and bake twelve cakes thereof: two tenth deals shall be in one cake. Lev 24:6 And thou shalt set them in two rows, six on a row, upon the pure table before the LORD. Lev 24:7 And thou shalt put pure frankincense upon each row, that it may be on the bread for a memorial, even an offering made by fire unto the LORD. Lev 24:8 Every sabbath he shall set it in order before the LORD continually, being taken from the children of Israel by an everlasting covenant.

Psa 16:8 I have set the LORD always (tamiyd) before me: because he is at my right hand, I shall not be moved.

Psa 40:11 Withhold not thou thy tender mercies from me, O LORD: let thy loving kindness and thy truth continually (tamiyd) preserve me.

Psa 40:16 Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: let such as love thy salvation say continually (tamiyd), The LORD be magnified.
Ezek 46:15 Thus shall they prepare the lamb, and the meat offering, and the oil, every morning for a continual (tamiyd) burnt offering.

Dan 11:31 And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily sacrifice, (Christ, the word)and they shall place the abomination that maketh desolate. Dan 11:32  And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he corrupt by flatteries: but the people that do know their God shall be strong, and do exploits. Dan 11:33  And they that understand among the people shall instruct many: yet they shall fall by the sword, and by flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many days. Dan 11:34  Now when they shall fall, they shall be holpen with a little help: but many shall cleave to them with flatteries. Dan 11:35  And some of them of understanding shall fall, to try them, and to purge, and to make them white, even to the time of the end: because it is yet for a time appointed. Dan 11:36  And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt himself, and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is determined shall be done.

2 Ki 23:24  Moreover the workers with familiar spirits, and the wizards, and the images, and the idols, and all the abominations that were spied in the land of Judah and in Jerusalem, did Josiah put away, that he might perform the words of the law which were written in the book that Hilkiah the priest found in the house of the LORD.

Jer 13:27  I have seen thine adulteries, and thy neighings (matshalah, mats-haw-law'; from H6670; a whinnying (through impatience for battle or lust):--neighing (matshalah, a whinnying (through impatience for battle or lust):--neighing), the lewdness of thy whoredom, and thine abominations on the hills in the fields. Woe unto thee, O Jerusalem! wilt thou not be made clean? when shall it once be?

Jer 16:18  And first I will recompense their iniquity and their sin double; because they have defiled my land, they have filled mine inheritance with the carcases of their detestable and abominable things.

Jer 32:33  And they have turned unto me the back, and not the face: though I taught them, rising up early and teaching them, yet they have not hearkened to receive instruction. Jer 32:34  But they set their abominations in the house, which is called by my name, to defile it. Jer 32:35  And they built the high places of Baal, which are in the valley of the son of Hinnom, to cause their sons and their daughters to pass through the fire unto Molech; which I commanded them not, neither came it into my mind, that they should do this abomination, to cause Judah to sin.

Ezek 7:20  As for the beauty of his ornament, he set it in majesty: but they made the images of their abominations and of their detestable things therein: therefore have I set it far from them. Ezek 7:21  And I will give it into the hands of the strangers for a prey, and to the wicked of the earth for a spoil; and they shall pollute it.

Dan 9:27  And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.

bdelugma; a detestation, i.e. (spec.) idolatry:--abomination.

Mat 24:15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) Mat 24:16 Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains:

Mark 13:11 But when they shall lead you, and deliver you up, take no thought beforehand what ye shall speak, neither do ye premeditate: but whatsoever shall be given you in that hour, that speak ye: for it is not ye that speak, but the Holy Ghost. Mark 13:12 Now the brother shall betray the brother to death, and the father the son; and children shall rise up against their parents, and shall cause them to be put to death. Mark 13:13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. Mark 13:14 But when ye shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing where it ought not, (let him that readeth understand,) then let them that be in Judaea flee to the mountains:
