Rom 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect teleios, will of God. Rom 12:3  For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.

1 Cor 2:1  And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not with excellency of speech or of wisdom, declaring unto you the testimony of God. 1 Cor 2:2  For I determined not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified. 1 Cor 2:3  And I was with you in weakness, and in fear, and in much trembling. 1 Cor 2:4  And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 1 Cor 2:5  That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. 1 Cor 2:6  Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect teleios: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought: 1 Cor 2:7  But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: 1 Cor 2:8  Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 1 Cor 2:9  But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 1 Cor 2:10  But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 1 Cor 2:11  For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 1 Cor 2:12  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 1 Cor 2:13  Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 1 Cor 2:14  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. 1 Cor 2:15  But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man. 1 Cor 2:16  For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? Eph 4:11  And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; Eph 4:12  For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: Eph 4:13  Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect teleios man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: Eph 4:14  That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; Eph 4:15  But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: Eph 4:16  From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. Phil 3:15  Let us therefore, as many as be perfect teleios, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands
Heb 9:11  But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect teleios tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building;

that ye may be perfect
James 1:4  But let patience have her perfect teleios work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. James 1:5  If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.

a man beholding his natural face in a glass
James 1:17  Every good gift and every perfect teleios gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning. James 1:18  Of his own will begat he us with the word of truth, that we should be a kind of firstfruits of his creatures 1:19  Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath: James 1:20  For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of God. James 1:21  Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls. James 1:22  But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. James 1:23  For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass: James 1:24  For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was. If any man offend not in word, the same is a perfect teleios man, and able also to bridle the whole body. James 3:3  Behold, we put bits in the horses' mouths, that they may obey us; and we turn about their whole body. James 3:4  Behold also the ships, which though they be so great, and are driven of fierce winds, yet are they turned about with a very small helm, whithersoever the governor listeth. James 3:5  Even so the tongue is a little member, and boasteth great things. Behold, how great a matter a little fire kindleth! James 3:6  And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and it is set on fire of hell. James 3:7  For every kind of beasts, and of birds, and of serpents, and of things in the sea, is tamed, and hath been tamed of mankind: James 3:8  But the tongue can no man tame; it is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison. James 3:9  Therewith bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after the similitude of God. James 3:10  Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and cursing. face beholding as in a glass
2 Cor 3:17  Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. 2 Cor 3:18  But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord. 2 Cor 4:1  Therefore seeing we have this ministry, as we have received mercy, we faint not; 2 Cor 4:2  But have renounced the hidden things of dishonesty, not walking in craftiness, nor handling the word of God deceitfully; but by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every man's conscience in the sight of God. 2 Cor 4:3  But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost:

Deu 34:10  And there arose not a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses, whom the LORD knew face to face,

1 Cor 12:10 (KJV) To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:

1 Cor 12:28 (KJV) And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues.

1 Cor 12:30  Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret?

1 Cor 13:1  Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal.

1 Cor 13:8  Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish away.

1 Cor 14:5  I would that ye all spake with tongues, but rather that ye prophesied: for greater is he that prophesieth than he that speaketh with tongues, except he interpret, that the church may receive edifying. 1 Cor 14:6  Now, brethren, if I come unto you speaking with tongues, what shall I profit you, except I shall speak to you either by revelation, or by knowledge, or by prophesying, or by doctrine?

1 Cor 14:39 (KJV) Wherefore, brethren, covet to prophesy, and forbid not to speak with tongues.

IN CONCLUSION

1 Cor 14:27  If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at the most by three, and that by course; and let one interpret. 1 Cor 14:28  But if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church; and let him speak to himself, and to God.

2 Cor 11:12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we. 2 Cor 11:13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ. 2 Cor 11:14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. 2 Cor 11:15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.
