(Laid waste abandoned by God)

eremosis, er-ay'-mo-sis; despoliation(pillage):--desolation(to lay waste to be left alone).

Mat 12:25  And Jesus knew their thoughts, and said unto them, Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided against itself shall not stand:
Mark 13:11  But when they shall lead you, and deliver you up, take no thought beforehand what ye shall speak, neither do ye premeditate: but whatsoever shall be given you in that hour, that speak ye: for it is not ye that speak, but the Holy Ghost. Mark 13:12  Now the brother shall betray the brother to death, and the father the son; and children shall rise up against their parents, and shall cause them to be put to death. Mark 13:13  And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. Mark 13:14  But when ye shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing where it ought not, (let him that readeth understand,) then let them that be in Judaea flee to the mountains: Mark 13:15  And let him that is on the housetop not go down into the house, neither enter therein, to take any thing out of his house: Mark 13:16  And let him that is in the field not turn back again for to take up his garment.
Luke 21:16  And ye shall be betrayed both by parents, and brethren, and kinsfolks, and friends; and some of you shall they cause to be put to death. Luke 21:17  And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake. Luke 21:18 But there shall not an hair of your head perish. Luke 21:19  In your patience possess ye your souls. Luke 21:20  And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof is nigh. Luke 21:21  Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto. Luke 21:22  For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled.

Dan 11:31  And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily sacrifice, and they shall place the abomination that maketh desolate. Dan 11:32  And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he corrupt by flatteries: but the people that do know their God shall be strong, and do exploits. Dan 11:33  And they that understand among the people shall instruct many: yet they shall fall by the sword, and by flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many days.

Lev 26:25  And I will bring a sword upon you, that shall avenge the quarrel of my covenant: and when ye are gathered together within your cities, I will send the pestilence among you; and ye shall be delivered into the hand of the enemy. Lev 26:26  And when I have broken the staff of your bread, ten women shall bake your bread in one oven, and they shall deliver you your bread again by weight: and ye shall eat, and not be satisfied. Lev 26:27  And if ye will not for all this hearken unto me, but walk contrary unto me; Lev 26:28  Then I will walk contrary unto you also in fury; and I, even I, will chastise you seven times for your sins. Lev 26:29  And ye shall eat the flesh of your sons, and the flesh of your daughters shall ye eat.Lev 26:30  And I will destroy your high places, and cut down your images, and cast your carcases upon the carcases of your idols, and my soul shall abhor you. Lev 26:31  And I will make your cities waste, and bring your sanctuaries unto desolation, and I will not smell the savour of your sweet odours. Lev 26:32  And I will bring the land into desolation: and your enemies which dwell therein shall be astonished at it.

Prov 1:20  Wisdom crieth without; she uttereth her voice in the streets:

Prov 1:21  She crieth in the chief place of concourse, in the openings of the gates: in the city she uttereth her words, saying,

Prov 1:22  How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? and the scorners delight in their scorning, and fools hate knowledge?

Prov 1:23  Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you, I will make known my words unto you. Prov 1:24  Because I have called, and ye refused; I have stretched out my hand, and no man regarded; Prov 1:25  But ye have set at nought all my counsel, and would none of my reproof: Prov 1:26  I also will laugh at your calamity; I will mock when your fear cometh; Prov 1:27  When your fear cometh as desolation, and your destruction cometh as a whirlwind; when distress and anguish cometh upon you. Prov 1:28  Then shall they call upon me, but I will not answer; they shall seek me early, but they shall not find me: Prov 1:29  For that they hated knowledge, and did not choose the fear of the LORD: Prov 1:30  They would none of my counsel: they despised all my reproof. Prov 1:31  Therefore shall they eat of the fruit of their own way, and be filled with their own devices. Prov 1:32  For the turning away of the simple shall slay them, and the prosperity of fools shall destroy them. Prov 1:33  But whoso hearkeneth unto me shall dwell safely, and shall be quiet from fear of evil.

Psa 73:2  But as for me, my feet were almost gone; my steps had well nigh slipped. Psa 73:3  For I was envious at the foolish, when I saw the prosperity of the wicked. Psa 73:4  For there are no bands in their death: but their strength is firm. Psa 73:5  They are not in trouble as other men; neither are they plagued like other men. Psa 73:6  Therefore pride compasseth them about as a chain; violence covereth them as a garment. Psa 73:7  Their eyes stand out with fatness: they have more than heart could wish. Psa 73:8  They are corrupt, and speak wickedly concerning oppression: they speak loftily. Psa 73:9  They set their mouth against the heavens, and their tongue walketh through the earth. Psa 73:10  Therefore his people return hither: and waters of a full cup are wrung out to them. Psa 73:11  And they say, How doth God know? and is there knowledge in the most High? Psa 73:12  Behold, these are the ungodly, who prosper in the world; they increase in riches. Psa 73:13  Verily I have cleansed my heart in vain, and washed my hands in innocency. Psa 73:14  For all the day long have I been plagued, and chastened every morning. Psa 73:15  If I say, I will speak thus; behold, I should offend against the generation of thy children. Psa 73:16  When I thought to know this, it was too painful for me; Psa 73:17  Until I went into the sanctuary of God; then understood I their end. Psa 73:18  Surely thou didst set them in slippery places: thou castedst them down into destruction. Psa 73:19  How are they brought into desolation, as in a moment! they are utterly consumed with terrors. Psa 73:20  As a dream when one awaketh; so, O Lord, when thou awakest, thou shalt despise their image.

Prov 3:1  My son, forget not my law; but let thine heart keep my commandments:

Prov 3:2  For length of days, and long life, and peace, shall they add to thee.

Prov 3:3  Let not mercy and truth forsake thee: bind them about thy neck; write them upon the table of thine heart:

Prov 3:4  So shalt thou find favour and good understanding in the sight of God and man.

Prov 3:5  Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.

Prov 3:6  In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

Prov 3:7  Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil.

Prov 3:8  It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones.

Prov 3:9  Honour the LORD with thy substance, and with the firstfruits of all thine increase:

Prov 3:10  So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.

Prov 3:11  My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction:

Prov 3:12  For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.

Prov 3:13  Happy is the man that findeth wisdom, and the man that getteth understanding.

Prov 3:14  For the merchandise of it is better than the merchandise of silver, and the gain thereof than fine gold.

Prov 3:15  She is more precious than rubies: and all the things thou canst desire are not to be compared unto her.

Prov 3:16  Length of days is in her right hand; and in her left hand riches and honour.

Prov 3:17  Her ways are ways of pleasantness, and all her paths are peace.

Prov 3:18  She is a tree of life to them that lay hold upon her: and happy is every one that retaineth her.

Prov 3:19  The LORD by wisdom hath founded the earth; by understanding hath he established the heavens.

Prov 3:20  By his knowledge the depths are broken up, and the clouds drop down the dew.

Prov 3:21  My son, let not them depart from thine eyes: keep sound wisdom and discretion:

Prov 3:22  So shall they be life unto thy soul, and grace to thy neck.

Prov 3:23  Then shalt thou walk in thy way safely, and thy foot shall not stumble.

Prov 3:24  When thou liest down, thou shalt not be afraid: yea, thou shalt lie down, and thy sleep shall be sweet.

Prov 3:25  Be not afraid of sudden fear, neither of the desolation of the wicked, when it cometh.

Prov 3:26  For the LORD shall be thy confidence, and shall keep thy foot from being taken.

Prov 3:27  Withhold not good from them to whom it is due, when it is in the power of thine hand to do it.

Prov 3:28  Say not unto thy neighbour, Go, and come again, and to morrow I will give; when thou hast it by thee.

Prov 3:29  Devise not evil against thy neighbour, seeing he dwelleth securely by thee.

Prov 3:30  Strive not with a man without cause, if he have done thee no harm.

Prov 3:31  Envy thou not the oppressor, and choose none of his ways.

Prov 3:32  For the froward is abomination to the LORD: but his secret is with the righteous.

Prov 3:33  The curse of the LORD is in the house of the wicked: but he blesseth the habitation of the just.

Prov 3:34  Surely he scorneth the scorners: but he giveth grace unto the lowly.

Prov 3:35  The wise shall inherit glory: but shame shall be the promotion of fools.

Isa 24:1  Behold, the LORD maketh the earth empty, and maketh it waste, and turneth it upside down, and scattereth abroad the inhabitants thereof.

Isa 24:2  And it shall be, as with the people, so with the priest; as with the servant, so with his master; as with the maid, so with her mistress; as with the buyer, so with the seller; as with the lender, so with the borrower; as with the taker of usury, so with the giver of usury to him.

Isa 24:3  The land shall be utterly emptied, and utterly spoiled: for the LORD hath spoken this word.

Isa 24:4  The earth mourneth and fadeth away, the world languisheth and fadeth away, the haughty people of the earth do languish.

Isa 24:5  The earth also is defiled under the inhabitants thereof; because they have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant.

Isa 24:6  Therefore hath the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell therein are desolate: therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few men left.

Isa 24:7  The new wine mourneth, the vine languisheth, all the merryhearted do sigh.

Isa 24:8  The mirth of tabrets ceaseth, the noise of them that rejoice endeth, the joy of the harp ceaseth.

Isa 24:9  They shall not drink wine with a song; strong drink shall be bitter to them that drink it.

Isa 24:10  The city of confusion is broken down: every house is shut up, that no man may come in.

Isa 24:11  There is a crying for wine in the streets; all joy is darkened, the mirth of the land is gone.

Isa 24:12  In the city is left desolation, and the gate is smitten with destruction.

Zep 1:11  Howl, ye inhabitants of Maktesh, for all the merchant people are cut down; all they that bear silver are cut off.

Zep 1:12  And it shall come to pass at that time, that I will search Jerusalem with candles, and punish the men that are settled on their lees: that say in their heart, The LORD will not do good, neither will he do evil.

Zep 1:13  Therefore their goods shall become a booty, and their houses a desolation: they shall also build houses, but not inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, but not drink the wine thereof.

Zep 1:14  The great day of the LORD is near, it is near, and hasteth greatly, even the voice of the day of the LORD: the mighty man shall cry there bitterly.

Zep 1:15  That day is a day of wrath, a day of trouble and distress, a day of wasteness and desolation, a day of darkness and gloominess, a day of clouds and thick darkness,

Zep 1:16  A day of the trumpet and alarm against the fenced cities, and against the high towers.

Zep 1:17  And I will bring distress upon men, that they shall walk like blind men, because they have sinned against the LORD: and their blood shall be poured out as dust, and their flesh as the dung.

Zep 1:18  Neither their silver nor their gold shall be able to deliver them in the day of the LORD'S wrath; but the whole land shall be devoured by the fire of his jealousy: for he shall make even a speedy riddance of all them that dwell in the land.

Jer 7:1  The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, Jer 7:2  Stand in the gate of the Lord's house, and proclaim there this word, and say, Hear the word of the LORD, all ye of Judah, that enter in at these gates to worship the LORD. Jer 7:3  Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Amend your ways and your doings, and I will cause you to dwell in this place. Jer 7:4  Trust ye not in lying words, saying, The temple of the LORD, The temple of the LORD, The temple of the LORD, are these. Jer 7:5  For if ye thoroughly amend your ways and your doings; if ye thoroughly execute judgment between a man and his neighbour; Jer 7:6  If ye oppress not the stranger, the fatherless, and the widow, and shed not innocent blood in this place, neither walk after other gods to your hurt: Jer 7:7  Then will I cause you to dwell in this place, in the land that I gave to your fathers, for ever and ever. Jer 7:8  Behold, ye trust in lying words, that cannot profit. Jer 7:9  Will ye steal, murder, and commit adultery, and swear falsely, and burn incense unto Baal, and walk after other gods whom ye know not; Jer 7:10  And come and stand before me in this house, which is called by my name, and say, We are delivered to do all these abominations? Jer 7:11  Is this house, which is called by my name, become a den of robbers in your eyes? Behold, even I have seen it, saith the LORD. Jer 7:12  But go ye now unto my place which was in Shiloh, where I set my name at the first, and see what I did to it for the wickedness of my people Israel. Jer 7:13  And now, because ye have done all these works, saith the LORD, and I spake unto you, rising up early and speaking, but ye heard not; and I called you, but ye answered not; Jer 7:14  Therefore will I do unto this house, which is called by my name, wherein ye trust, and unto the place which I gave to you and to your fathers, as I have done to Shiloh. Jer 7:15  And I will cast you out of my sight, as I have cast out all your brethren, even the whole seed of Ephraim. Jer 7:16  Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up cry nor prayer for them, neither make intercession to me: for I will not hear thee. Jer 7:17  Seest thou not what they do in the cities of Judah and in the streets of Jerusalem? Jer 7:18  The children gather wood, and the fathers kindle the fire, and the women knead their dough, to make cakes to the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto other gods, that they may provoke me to anger. Jer 7:19  Do they provoke me to anger? saith the LORD: do they not provoke themselves to the confusion of their own faces? Jer 7:20  Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, mine anger and my fury shall be poured out upon this place, upon man, and upon beast, and upon the trees of the field, and upon the fruit of the ground; and it shall burn, and shall not be quenched. Jer 7:21  Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel; Put your burnt offerings unto your sacrifices, and eat flesh. Jer 7:22  For I spake not unto your fathers, nor commanded them in the day that I brought them out of the land of Egypt, concerning burnt offerings or sacrifices: Jer 7:23  But this thing commanded I them, saying, Obey my voice, and I will be your God, and ye shall be my people: and walk ye in all the ways that I have commanded you, that it may be well unto you. Jer 7:24  But they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear, but walked in the counsels and in the imagination of their evil heart, and went backward, and not forward. Jer 7:25  Since the day that your fathers came forth out of the land of Egypt unto this day I have even sent unto you all my servants the prophets, daily rising up early and sending them: Jer 7:26  Yet they hearkened not unto me, nor inclined their ear, but hardened their neck: they did worse than their fathers. Jer 7:27  Therefore thou shalt speak all these words unto them; but they will not hearken to thee: thou shalt also call unto them; but they will not answer thee. Jer 7:28  But thou shalt say unto them, This is a nation that obeyeth not the voice of the LORD their God, nor receiveth correction: truth is perished, and is cut off from their mouth. Jer 7:29  Cut off thine hair, O Jerusalem, and cast it away, and take up a lamentation on high places; for the LORD hath rejected and forsaken the generation of his wrath. Jer 7:30  For the children of Judah have done evil in my sight, saith the LORD: they have set their abominations in the house which is called by my name, to pollute it. Jer 7:31  And they have built the high places of Tophet, which is in the valley of the son of Hinnom, to burn their sons and their daughters in the fire; which I commanded them not, neither came it into my heart. Jer 7:32  Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that it shall no more be called Tophet, nor the valley of the son of Hinnom, but the valley of slaughter: for they shall bury in Tophet, till there be no place. Jer 7:33  And the carcases of this people shall be meat for the fowls of the heaven, and for the beasts of the earth; and none shall fray them away. Jer 7:34 Then will I cause to cease from the cities of Judah, and from the streets of Jerusalem, the voice of mirth, and the voice of gladness, the voice of the bridegroom, and the voice of the bride: for the land shall be desolate.

Ezek 12:1  The word of the LORD also came unto me, saying, Ezek 12:2  Son of man, thou dwellest in the midst of a rebellious house, which have eyes to see, and see not; they have ears to hear, and hear not: for they are a rebellious house. Ezek 12:3  Therefore, thou son of man, prepare thee stuff for removing, and remove by day in their sight; and thou shalt remove from thy place to another place in their sight: it may be they will consider, though they be a rebellious house. Ezek 12:4  Then shalt thou bring forth thy stuff by day in their sight, as stuff for removing: and thou shalt go forth at even in their sight, as they that go forth into captivity. Ezek 12:5  Dig thou through the wall in their sight, and carry out thereby. Ezek 12:6  In their sight shalt thou bear it upon thy shoulders, and carry it forth in the twilight: thou shalt cover thy face, that thou see not the ground: for I have set thee for a sign unto the house of Israel. Ezek 12:7  And I did so as I was commanded: I brought forth my stuff by day, as stuff for captivity, and in the even I digged through the wall with mine hand; I brought it forth in the twilight, and I bare it upon my shoulder in their sight. Ezek 12:8  And in the morning came the word of the LORD unto me, saying, Ezek 12:9  Son of man, hath not the house of Israel, the rebellious house, said unto thee, What doest thou? Ezek 12:10  Say thou unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; This burden concerneth the prince in Jerusalem, and all the house of Israel that are among them. Ezek 12:11  Say, I am your sign: like as I have done, so shall it be done unto them: they shall remove and go into captivity. Ezek 12:12  And the prince that is among them shall bear upon his shoulder in the twilight, and shall go forth: they shall dig through the wall to carry out thereby: he shall cover his face, that he see not the ground with his eyes. Ezek 12:13  My net also will I spread upon him, and he shall be taken in my snare: and I will bring him to Babylon to the land of the Chaldeans; yet shall he not see it, though he shall die there. Ezek 12:14  And I will scatter toward every wind all that are about him to help him, and all his bands; and I will draw out the sword after them. Ezek 12:15  And they shall know that I am the LORD, when I shall scatter them among the nations, and disperse them in the countries. Ezek 12:16  But I will leave a few men of them from the sword, from the famine, and from the pestilence; that they may declare all their abominations among the heathen whither they come; and they shall know that I am the LORD. Ezek 12:17  Moreover the word of the LORD came to me, saying, Ezek 12:18  Son of man, eat thy bread with quaking, and drink thy water with trembling and with carefulness; Ezek 12:19  And say unto the people of the land, Thus saith the Lord GOD of the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and of the land of Israel; They shall eat their bread with carefulness, and drink their water with astonishment, that her land may be desolate from all that is therein, because of the violence of all them that dwell therein. Ezek 12:20  And the cities that are inhabited shall be laid waste, and the land shall be desolate; and ye shall know that I am the LORD. Ezek 12:21  And the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Ezek 12:22  Son of man, what is that proverb that ye have in the land of Israel, saying, The days are prolonged, and every vision faileth? Ezek 12:23  Tell them therefore, Thus saith the Lord GOD; I will make this proverb to cease, and they shall no more use it as a proverb in Israel; but say unto them, The days are at hand, and the effect of every vision. Ezek 12:24  For there shall be no more any vain vision nor flattering divination within the house of Israel. Ezek 12:25  For I am the LORD: I will speak, and the word that I shall speak shall come to pass; it shall be no more prolonged: for in your days, O rebellious house, will I say the word, and will perform it, saith the Lord GOD. Ezek 12:26  Again the word of the LORD came to me, saying, Ezek 12:27  Son of man, behold, they of the house of Israel say, The vision that he seeth is for many days to come, and he prophesieth of the times that are far off. Ezek 12:28  Therefore say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; There shall none of my words be prolonged any more, but the word which I have spoken shall be done, saith the Lord GOD.

Micah 7:1  Woe is me! for I am as when they have gathered the summer fruits, as the grapegleanings of the vintage: there is no cluster to eat: my soul desired the firstripe fruit. Micah 7:2  The good man is perished out of the earth: and there is none upright among men: they all lie in wait for blood; they hunt every man his brother with a net. Micah 7:3  That they may do evil with both hands earnestly, the prince asketh, and the judge asketh for a reward; and the great man, he uttereth his mischievous desire: so they wrap it up. Micah 7:4  The best of them is as a brier: the most upright is sharper than a thorn hedge: the day of thy watchmen and thy visitation cometh; now shall be their perplexity. Micah 7:5  Trust ye not in a friend, put ye not confidence in a guide: keep the doors of thy mouth from her that lieth in thy bosom. Micah 7:6  For the son dishonoureth the father, the daughter riseth up against her mother, the daughter in law against her mother in law; a man's enemies are the men of his own house. Micah 7:7  Therefore I will look unto the LORD; I will wait for the God of my salvation: my God will hear me. Micah 7:8  Rejoice not against me, O mine enemy: when I fall, I shall arise; when I sit in darkness, the LORD shall be a light unto me. Micah 7:9  I will bear the indignation of the LORD, because I have sinned against him, until he plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring me forth to the light, and I shall behold his righteousness. Micah 7:10  Then she that is mine enemy shall see it, and shame shall cover her which said unto me, Where is the LORD thy God? mine eyes shall behold her: now shall she be trodden down as the mire of the streets. Micah 7:11  In the day that thy walls are to be built, in that day shall the decree be far removed. Micah 7:12  In that day also he shall come even to thee from Assyria, and from the fortified cities, and from the fortress even to the river, and from sea to sea, and from mountain to mountain. Micah 7:13  Notwithstanding the land shall be desolate because of them that dwell therein, for the fruit of their doings. Micah 7:14  Feed thy people with thy rod, the flock of thine heritage, which dwell solitarily in the wood, in the midst of Carmel: let them feed in Bashan and Gilead, as in the days of old. Micah 7:15  According to the days of thy coming out of the land of Egypt will I show unto him marvellous things. Micah 7:16  The nations shall see and be confounded at all their might: they shall lay their hand upon their mouth, their ears shall be deaf. Micah 7:17  They shall lick the dust like a serpent, they shall move out of their holes like worms of the earth: they shall be afraid of the LORD our God, and shall fear because of thee. Micah 7:18  Who is a God like unto thee, that pardoneth iniquity, and passeth by the transgression of the remnant of his heritage? he retaineth not his anger for ever, because he delighteth in mercy. Micah 7:19  He will turn again, he will have compassion upon us; he will subdue our iniquities; and thou wilt cast all their sins into the depths of the sea. Micah 7:20  Thou wilt perform the truth to Jacob, and the mercy to Abraham, which thou hast sworn unto our fathers from the days of old.
