a secret or "mystery" (through the idea of silence imposed by initiation into religious rites).
mysteries of the kingdom of heaven 

( mystery - by parables

Mat 13:9 Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. (10) And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? (11)  He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given. (12) For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath. (13) Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. (14) And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: (15) For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them. (16) But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. (17) For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them. (18) Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower.

( mystery - all Israel shall be saved


Rom 11:21  For if God spared not the natural branches, take heed lest he also spare not thee. (22)  Behold therefore the goodness and severity of God: on them which fell, severity; but toward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be cut off. (23)  And they also, if they abide not still in unbelief, shall be grafted in: for God is able to graft them in again. (24)  For if thou wert cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and wert grafted contrary to nature into a good olive tree: how much more shall these, which be the natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree? (25)  For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in. (26)  And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob: (27)  For this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins.
( mystery - the gospel  
Rom 16:25  Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began, (26)  But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith: (27)  To God only wise, be glory through Jesus Christ for ever. Amen.

( mystery - hidden wisdom “mind of Christ” (faith is found in the mind of God not man)

1 Cor 2:1 And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not with excellency of speech or of wisdom, declaring unto you the testimony of God. (2) For I determined not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified. (3) And I was with you in weakness, and in fear, and in much trembling. (4) And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: (5) That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. (6) Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought: (7) But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: (8)  Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. (9) But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. (10) But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. (11) For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. (12) Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. (13) Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. (14) But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  (15) But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man. (16) For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.

( mystery - we are faithful stewards of the mysteries of God 
1 Cor 4:1 Let a man so account of us, as of the ministers of Christ, and stewards of the mysteries of God. (2) Moreover it is required in stewards, that a man be found faithful. (3) But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged of you, or of man's judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self. (4) For I know nothing by myself; yet am I not hereby justified: but he that judgeth me is the Lord. (5) Therefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord come, who both will bring to light the hidden things of darkness, and will make manifest the counsels of the hearts: and then shall every man have praise of God.

understand all mysteries 
1 Cor 13:2  And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing. 

We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed 
1 Cor 15:51  Behold, I show you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 1 Cor 15:52  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 1 Cor 15:53  For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 1 Cor 15:54  So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. 1 Cor 15:55  O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 1 Cor 15:56  The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 1 Cor 15:57  But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 1 Cor 15:58  Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

the mystery of his will (SALVATION BY GRACE) 
Eph 1:1  Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful in Christ Jesus: (2)  Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ. (3)  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: (4)  According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: (5)  Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, (6)  To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. (7)  In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; (8)  Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence; (9)  Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:(10)  That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: (11)  In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: (12)  That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ.(13)  In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, (14)  Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory. (15)  Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints, (16)  Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers; (17)  That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: (18)  The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, (19)  And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, (20)  Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, (21)  Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: (22) And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church, (23)Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.

WE ARE THE BODY OF CHRIST
Eph 2:19  Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, and of the household of God; (20)  And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; (21)  In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: (22)  In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit. Eph:3:1  For this cause I Paul, the prisoner of Jesus Christ for you Gentiles, (2)  If ye have heard of the dispensation of the grace of God which is given me to you-ward: (3)  How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words, (4)  Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) (5)  Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit; (6)  That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers of his promise in Christ by the gospel: (7)  Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by the effectual working of his power. (8)  Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ; (9)  And to make all see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:(10)  To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God, (11)  According to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord: (12)  In whom we have boldness and access with confidence by the faith of him. (13)  Wherefore I desire that ye faint not at my tribulations for you, which is your glory. (14)  For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, (15)  Of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named, (16)  That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner man; (17)  That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, (18)  May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height; (19)  And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God. (20)  Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us, (21)  Unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. Amen.

This is a great mystery 
Eph:5:22  Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. (23)  For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body. (24)  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing. (25)  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; (26)  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, (27)  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. (28)  So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. (29)  For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church: (30)  For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. (31)  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. (32)  This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. (33)  Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence her husband.

the mystery of iniquity 
2 Th 2:1  Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, (2)  That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. (3)  Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; (4)  Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God. (5)  Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things? (6)  And now ye know what withholdeth that he might be revealed in his time. (7)  For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth will let, until he be taken out of the way. (8)  And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: (9)  Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, (10)  And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. (11)  And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: (12)  That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

the mystery of the woman 
Rev 17:7  And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns. Rev 17:8  The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. Rev 17:9  And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth. Rev 17:10  And there are seven kings: five are fallen, and one is, and the other is not yet come; and when he cometh, he must continue a short space. Rev 17:11  And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition. Rev 17:12  And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. Rev 17:13  These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast. Rev 17:14  These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

concealed, i.e. private:--hid (-den), inward [-ly], secret.
those things which are revealed belong unto us 
Deu 29:29  The secret things belong unto the LORD our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our children for ever, that we may do all the words of this law.
Psa 25:14  The secret of the LORD is with them that fear him; and he will show them his covenant.
his secret is with the righteous 
Prov 3:31  Envy thou not the oppressor, and choose none of his ways. Prov 3:32  For the froward is abomination to the LORD: but his secret is with the righteous.
he revealeth his secret unto his servants 
Amos 3:3  Can two walk together, except they be agreed? Amos 3:4  Will a lion roar in the forest, when he hath no prey? will a young lion cry out of his den, if he have taken nothing? Amos 3:5  Can a bird fall in a snare upon the earth, where no gin is for him? shall one take up a snare from the earth, and have taken nothing at all? Amos 3:6  Shall a trumpet be blown in the city, and the people not be afraid? shall there be evil in a city, and the LORD hath not done it? Amos 3:7 Surely the Lord GOD will do nothing, but he revealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets.
Mat 13:34  All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them: Mat 13:35 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.

(  MYSTERY - we are predestinated and called by the hearing of the gospel

(  MYSTERY - faith does not come from the wisdom of men but from the power {WORD} of God, reveiled by the Spirit, comparing spititual things with spiritual, which is the mind of Christ
(  we are faithful sterwards of the MYSTERIES of God, love is greater than knowledge

(  MYSTERY - not every one shall die but some shall be changed to incorruption at the ressurrection of the dead on the last day

(  the MYSTERY - of his will is made known unto us  according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, We are called and are saved through the hearing of the gospel. Christ is the head of the church and the church is his body. ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.

(  The Gentiles should be fellow heirs, and of the same body, and partakers of his promise in Christ by the gospel: by the effectual working of his power. (word)And to make all see what is the fellowship of the MYSTERY, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ: To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God,

(  This is a GREAT MYSTERY: For we are members of his body, of his flesh,and of his bones. (31)  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto Christ and they two shall be one body.

(  MYSTERY -  iniquity doth already work: the wicked one will come with all power and signs and lying wonders and will deceive thoes who love not the truth God will send them strong delusion that they should believe a lie. There will be a falling away.

(  The (Corporate) Church is the whore and will worship Satan.
