Powers

dunamis  (The work of the word of God by the Holy Spirit through the body of Christ)
exousia  (The Living word of God “himself”)
exousia, ex-oo-see'-ah; (in the sense of ability); privilege, i.e. (subj.) force, capacity, competency, freedom, or (obj.) mastery (concr. magistrate, superhuman, potentate, token of control), delegated influence:--authority, jurisdiction, liberty, power, right, strength.

dunamis, doo'-nam-is; force (lit. or fig.); spec. miraculous power (usually by impl. a miracle itself):--ability, abundance, meaning, might (-ily, -y, -y deed), (worker of) miracle (-s), power, strength, violence, mighty (wonderful) work.

Luke 4:36  And they were all amazed, and spake among themselves, saying, What a word is this! for with authority (exousia) and power (dunamis)  he commandeth the unclean spirits, and they come out.

Luke 9:1  Then he called his twelve disciples together, and gave them power (dunamis) and authority (exousia) over all devils, and to cure diseases.

Dunamis

Acts 1:8  But ye shall receive power (dunamis), after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Rom 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power (dunamis) of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

Rom 9:17  For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might show my power (dunamis) in thee, and that my name might be declared throughout all the earth.
1 Cor 1:18  For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us which are saved it is the power (dunamis) of God.
Mat 24:29  Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers (dunamis)  of the heavens shall be shaken: Mat 24:30  And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds (body of believers) of heaven with power (dunamis) and great glory.

Mark 5:30  And Jesus, immediately knowing in himself that virtue (dunamis) had gone out of him, turned him about in the press, and said, Who touched my clothes?

2 Tim 3:1  This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come. 2 Tim 3:2  For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, 2 Tim 3:3  Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, 2 Tim 3:4  Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; 2 Tim 3:5  Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away. 2 Tim 3:6  For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with divers lusts, 2 Tim 3:7  Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.

Mat 7:21  Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Mat 7:22  Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful (dunamis) works?
Mat 11:20  Then began he to upbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty (dunamis) works were done, because they repented not:

Mat 13:54  And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty (dunamis) works?
Mat 14:2  And said unto his servants, This is John the Baptist; he is risen from the dead; and therefore mighty (dunamis)  works do show forth themselves in him.

Mat 22:29  Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power (dunamis)  of God. Mat 22:30  For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.

Mat 25:15  And unto one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one; to every man according to his several ability (dunamis); and straightway took his journey.

Rev 19:1  And after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven, saying, Alleluia; Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power (dunamis), unto the Lord our God:

Exousia

in control, delegated influence:--authority, jurisdiction, liberty, power, right, strength.

Mat 8:9  For I am a man under authority (exousia), having soldiers under me: and I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it.

Mat 9:6  But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power (exousia) on earth to forgive sins, (then saith he to the sick of the palsy,) Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house.

Eph 3:9  And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ: Eph 3:10  To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers (exousia)  in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God,
Mat 21:23 And when he was come into the temple, the chief priests and the elders of the people came unto him as he was teaching, and said, By what authority (exousia) doest thou these things? and who gave thee this authority (exousia)? Mat 21:24  And Jesus answered and said unto them, I also will ask you one thing, which if ye tell me, I in like wise will tell you by what authority (exousia) I do these things.

Mat 28:18  And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All powers (exousia) is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

Mark 1:27  And they were all amazed, insomuch that they questioned among themselves, saying, What thing is this? what new doctrine is this? for with authority (exousia) commandeth he even the unclean spirits, and they do obey him.
