Mat 6:1  Take heed that ye do not your alms before men, to be seen of them: otherwise ye have no reward of your Father which is in heaven. Mat 6:2  Therefore when thou doest thine alms, do not sound a trumpet before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. Mat 6:3  But when thou doest alms, let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth: Mat 6:4  That thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret himself shall reward thee openly. Mat 6:5  And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray standing in the  synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. Mat 6:6  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.

reward thee openly

Mat 6:16  Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance: for they disfigure their faces, that they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. Mat 6:17  But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face; Mat 6:18  That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.

he shall reward every man according to his works

Mat 16:26  For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul? Mat 16:27  For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works.

he shall not lose his reward

Mark 9:41  For whosoever shall give you a cup of water to drink in my name, because ye belong to Christ, verily I say unto you, he shall not lose his reward.

your reward is great in heaven

Luke 6:22  Blessed are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall separate you from their company, and shall reproach you, and cast out your name as evil, for the Son of man's sake. Luke 6:23  Rejoice ye in that day, and leap for joy: for, behold, your reward is great in heaven: for in the like manner did their fathers unto the prophets.

your reward shall be great

Luke 6:35  But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend, hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be great, and ye shall be the children of the Highest: for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the evil. Luke 6:36  Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.

we receive the due reward of our deeds

Luke 23:39  And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us. Luke 23:40  But the other answering rebuked him, saying, Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the same condemnation? Luke 23:41  And we indeed justly; for we receive the due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss. Luke 23:42  And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy kingdom. Luke 23:43  And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with me in paradise.

the reward not reckoned of grace

Rom 4:3  For what saith the scripture? Abraham believed God, and it was counted unto him for righteousness. Rom 4:4  Now to him that worketh is the reward not reckoned of grace, but of debt. Rom 4:5  But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness. Rom 4:6  Even as David also describeth the blessedness of the man, unto whom God imputeth righteousness without works, Rom 4:7  Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are covered. Rom 4:8  Blessed is the man to whom the Lord will not impute sin.

every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour
1 Cor 3:5  Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed, even as the Lord gave to every man? 1 Cor 3:6  I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase. 1 Cor 3:7  So then neither is he that planteth any thing, neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase. 1 Cor 3:8  Now he that planteth and he that watereth are one: and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour. 1 Cor 3:9  For we are labourers together with God: ye are God's husbandry, ye are God's building. 1 Cor 3:10  According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he buildeth thereupon. 1 Cor 3:11  For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 1 Cor 3:12  Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble; 1 Cor 3:13  Every man's work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort it is. 1 Cor 3:14  If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward. 1 Cor 3:15  If any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire. 1 Cor 3:16  Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? 1 Cor 3:17  If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are. 1 Cor 3:18  Let no man deceive himself. If any man among you seemeth to be wise in this world, let him become a fool, that he may be wise. 1 Cor 3:19  For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness. 1 Cor 3:20  And again, The Lord knoweth the thoughts of the wise, that they are vain. 1 Cor 3:21  Therefore let no man glory in men. For all things are yours;

1 Cor 9:16  For though I preach the gospel, I have nothing to glory of: for necessity is laid upon me; yea, woe is unto me, if I preach not the gospel! 1 Cor 9:17  For if I do this thing willingly, I have a reward: but if against my will, a dispensation of the gospel is committed unto me. 1 Cor 9:18  What is my reward then? Verily that, when I preach the gospel, I may make the gospel of Christ without charge, that I abuse not my power in the gospel. 1 Cor 9:19  For though I be free from all men, yet have I made myself servant unto all, that I might gain the more.
