Come up hither

(to the mountain, to be in the spirit, to get closer to God)

It is not to come up literally as we are to understand the direction up but to come up into the spirit as into the heavens as into the body of Christ.

The honour of kings is to be in the spirit SEARCHING OUT A MATTER

Prov 25:2 It is the glory of God to conceal a thing: but the honour of kings is to search out a matter. Prov 25:3 The heaven for height, and the earth for depth, and the heart of kings is unsearchable.
