polemos, (to bustle); warfare (lit. or fig.; a single encounter or a series):--battle, fight, war.

Rev 12:17  And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war (polemo) with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.

Mat 24:4  And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. Mat 24:5  For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. Mat 24:6  And ye shall hear of wars (polemo) and rumours of wars (polemo): see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet.


1 Cor 14:6  Now, brethren, if I come unto you speaking with tongues, what shall I profit you, except I shall speak to you either by revelation, or by knowledge, or by prophesying, or by doctrine? 1 Cor 14:7  And even things without life giving sound, whether pipe or harp, except they give a distinction in the sounds, how shall it be known what is piped or harped? 1 Cor 14:8  For if the trumpet give an uncertain sound, who shall prepare himself to the battle (polemo)? 1 Cor 14:9 So likewise ye, except ye utter by the tongue words easy to be understood, how shall it be known what is spoken? for ye shall speak into the air. 1 Cor 14:10 There are, it may be, so many kinds of voices in the world, and none of them is without signification.

James 3:14  But if ye have bitter envying and strife in your hearts, glory not, and lie not against the truth. James 3:15  This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual, devilish. James 3:16  For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work. James 3:17  But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be entreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy. James 3:18  And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace. James 4:1  From whence come wars (polemo) and fightings among you? come they not hence, even of your lusts that war in your members? James 4:2  Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye have not, because ye ask not. James 4:3  Ye ask, and receive not, because ye ask amiss, that ye may consume it upon your lusts. James 4:4  Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God? whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God. James 4:5  Do ye think that the scripture saith in vain, The spirit that dwelleth in us lusteth to envy? James 4:6  But he giveth more grace. Wherefore he saith, God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble.

THE CROSS
Rev 12:7  And there wars (polemo) war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, Rev 12:8  And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. Rev 12:9  And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. Rev 12:10  And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.
Eph 2:16  And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby: Eph 2:17  And came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to them that were nigh.

Rev 9:7  And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared unto battle (polemo); and on their heads were as it were crowns like gold, and their faces were as the faces of men. Rev 9:8  And they had hair as the hair of women, and their teeth were as the teeth of lions. Rev 9:9  And they had breastplates, as it were breastplates of iron; and the sound of their wings was as the sound of chariots of many horses running to battle (polemo). Rev 9:10  And they had tails like unto scorpions, [devils] and there were stings in their tails: and their power was to hurt men five months. Rev 9:11  And they had a king over them, which is the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in the Hebrew tongue is Abaddon, but in the Greek tongue hath his name Apollyon.

Rev 16:12  And the sixth angel poured out his vial upon the great river Euphrates; and the water thereof was dried up, that the way of the kings of the east might be prepared. Rev 16:13  And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet. Rev 16:14  For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle (polemo) of that great day of God Almighty. Rev 16:15  Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame. Rev 16:16  And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon.

Rev 11:3  And I will give power unto my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and threescore days, clothed in sackcloth. Rev 11:4  These are the two olive trees, and the two candlesticks standing before the God of the earth. Rev 11:5  And if any man will hurt them, fire proceedeth out of their mouth, and devoureth their enemies: and if any man will hurt them, he must in this manner be killed. Rev 11:6  These have power to shut heaven, that it rain not in the days of their prophecy: and have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to smite the earth with all plagues, as often as they will. Rev 11:7  And when they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war (polemo) against them, and shall overcome them, and kill them. Rev 11:8  And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified.
