Come up hither

(to the mountain, to be in the spirit, to get closer to God)

It is not to come up literally as we are to understand the direction up but to come up into the spirit as into the heavens as into the body of Christ.

The honour of kings is to be in the spirit SEARCHING OUT A MATTER

Prov 25:2 It is the glory of God to conceal a thing: but the honour of kings is to search out a matter. Prov 25:3 The heaven for height, and the earth for depth, and the heart of kings is unsearchable. Prov 25:4 Take away the dross (a scum formed on the surface of molten metal) from the silver, and there shall come forth a vessel for the finer. Prov 25:5 Take away the wicked from before the king, and his throne shall be established in righteousness. Come up hither, I was in the spirit WHERE THE THRONE IS

Rev 4:1  After this I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, Come up hither, and I will show thee things which must be hereafter. Rev 4:2 And immediately I was in the spirit; and, behold, a throne was set in heaven, and one sat on the throne.

Come up hither, Spirit of life from God entered into them
