Luke 21:10  Then said he unto them, Nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom:

Luke 21:11  And great earthquakes shall be in divers places, and famines, and pestilences; and fearful sights and great signs shall there be from heaven. Luke 21:12  But before all these, they shall lay their hands on you, and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues, and into prisons, being brought before kings and rulers for my name's sake. Luke 21:13  And it shall turn to you for a testimony. Luke 21:14  Settle it therefore in your hearts, not to meditate before what ye shall answer: Luke 21:15  For I will give you a mouth and wisdom, which all your adversaries shall not be able to gainsay nor resist. (at hand)  Luke 21:21  Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto. Luke 21:22  For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled.

Gal 4:22  For it is written, that Abraham had two sons, the one by a bondmaid, the other by a 

freewoman.Gal 4:23  But he who was of the bondwoman was born after the flesh; but he of the 

freewoman was by promise.

Rev 3:12  Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no 

more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, 

which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will 

write upon him my new name. Rev 3:13  He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto 

the churches.

O God, the heathen are come into thine inheritance; thy 

holy temple have they defiled; they have laid Jerusalem on heaps. Psa 79:2  The dead bodies 

of thy servants have they given to be meat unto the fowls of the heaven, the flesh of thy saints 

unto the beasts of the earth. Psa 79:3  Their blood have they shed like water round about 

Jerusalem; and there was none to bury them. Psa 79:4  We are become a reproach to our 

neighbours, a scorn and derision to them that are round about us.

Zec 14:12  And this shall be the plague wherewith the LORD will smite all the people that have 

fought against Jerusalem; Their flesh shall consume away while they stand upon their feet, and 

their eyes shall consume away in their holes, and their tongue shall consume away in their mouth.

Acts 14:19  And there came thither certain Jews from Antioch and Iconium, who persuaded the 

people, and, having stoned Paul, drew him out of the city, (Rev 12:4 … his tail drew the third 

part of the stars of heaven … ) supposing he had been dead. Acts 14:20  Howbeit, as the disciples 

stood round about him, he rose up, and came into the city: and the next day he departed with 

Barnabas to Derbe.

Mark 13:14  But when ye shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel 

the prophet, standing where it ought not, (let him that readeth understand,) then let them that be 

in Judaea flee to the mountains:

Dan 8:7  And I saw him come close unto the ram, and he was moved with choler against him, and 

smote the ram, and brake his two horns: and there was no power in the ram to stand before him, but 

he cast him down to the ground, and stamped upon him: and there was none that could deliver the 

ram out of his hand. Dan 8:8  Therefore the he goat waxed very great: and when he was strong, the 

great horn was broken; and for it came up four notable ones toward the four winds of heaven. Dan 

8:9  And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which waxed exceeding great, toward the 

south, and toward the east, and toward the pleasant land. Dan 8:10  And it waxed great, even to the 

host of heaven; and it cast down some of the host and of the stars to the ground, and 

stamped upon them. Dan 8:11  Yea, he magnified himself even to the prince of the 

host, and by him the daily sacrifice was taken away, and the place of his sanctuary was cast 

down.

And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be 

cleansed.

Isa 14:9  Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for 

thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the 

nations. Isa 14:10  All they shall speak and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as we? 

art thou become like unto us? Isa 14:11  Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of 

thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee. Isa 14:12  How art thou 

fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, 

which didst weaken the nations! Isa 14:13  For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend 

into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the 

mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: Isa 14:14  I will ascend above 

the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. Isa 14:15  Yet thou shalt be 

brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit. Isa 14:16  They that see thee shall narrowly look upon 

thee, and consider thee, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake 

kingdoms; Isa 14:17  That made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; that 

opened not the house of his prisoners? Isa 14:18  All the kings of the nations, even all of them, lie in 

glory, every one in his own house. Isa 14:19  But thou art cast out of thy grave like an abominable 

branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through with a sword, that go down to the 

stones of the pit; as a carcase trodden under feet. Isa 14:20  Thou shalt not be joined with them in 

burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people: the seed of evildoers shall never 

be renowned.

Luke 11:17  But he, knowing their thoughts, said unto them, Every kingdom divided against 

itself is brought to desolation; and a house divided against a house falleth.
