hear the words

(one’s ears need to be blessed to hear, therefore saved)

Mt 13:9  Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. Mt 13:10  And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? Mt 13:11  He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given. Mt 13:12  For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath. Mt 13:13  Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. Mt 13:14  And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: Mt 13:15  For this people’s heart is waxed gross, and [their] ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with [their] eyes, and hear with [their] ears, and should understand with [their] heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them. Mt 13:16  But blessed [are] your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. Mt 13:17  For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous [men] have desired to see [those things] which ye see, and have not seen [them]; and to hear [those things] which ye hear, and have not heard [them]. Mt 13:18  Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower.

Deu 5:1  And Moses called all Israel, and said unto them, Hear, O Israel, the statutes and judgments which I speak in your ears this day, that ye may learn them, and keep, and do them.

Psa 78:1  …. Give ear, O my people, to my law: incline your ears to the words of my mouth. Psa 78:2  I will open my mouth in a parable: I will utter dark sayings of old: Psa 78:3  Which we have heard and known, and our fathers have told us.

John 16:13  Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come.
