Rev 6:2 And I saw, and behold a white horse: [only other place this phrase it identifies Christ, the word white is used 75 x’s and the one place it might identify with Satan it is unclear] and he that sat on him had a bow; [Christ is identified with a bow]and a crown was given unto him: [Christ was given authority, a crown] and he went forth conquering, and to conquer. [nikao, nik-ah'-o; to subdue conquer, overcome, prevail, get the victory, used 28x’s only twice used with Satan overcoming the saints; The idea of its redundancy only used once “conquering and to conquer” strongly suggests the finally]
